Student offers creative and appealing links between visual and textual elements.

 

For oral presentations, the presentation  demonstrates excellent oral delivery—eye contact, poise, enthusiasm, and elocution.
 
	Student presents a technically-sound product (as described in the ‘exemplary’ category), but leaves out details and creative use of both visual and textual elements. 

 

For oral presentations, the student makes a valiant effort at elocution, poise, and eye-contact, but could have been better rehearsed. 
	The product represents a good effort at providing an overview of three big ideas with supporting details, but it lacks accuracy. 

 

Significant details are missing. 

 

Product contains little use of informative or creative visuals. 

 

For oral presentations, the student’s lack of accuracy in knowing the concepts and facts resulted in gaps, false starts, and/or many self-corrections in the delivery.
	The report does not adequately convey three big ideas with supporting details, nor does it offer details that indicate an understanding of the assigned work related to rocks and their properties. 

 

The product lacks effective use of visual elements.

 

For oral presentations, the student’s lack of organization and knowledge development resulted in an awkward  and disorganized overview.
